IQ (Intelligence Quotient): Cognitive ability or problem-solving. It

Problem: People don’t know if Jesus is the Son of God. Need proof.
Constraints:  Freedom to ignore, deny, or investigate
Solution:  
Jesus did many miraculous signs while teaching truths (great teacher)

Problem: How do people get the support in this imperfect world?
Constraints: Discouragement, Hardship, Peer Pressure, Persecution
Solution:  
Church (God’s family on earth)

EQ (Emotional Quotient): Emotional intelligence or self-awareness. It 

refers to the ability to understand, use, and manage one's own emotions and to 
empathize with others.



16 Again Jesus said, “Simon son of John, do you love Me?” … Jesus 
said, “Take care of my sheep.” (John 21: 16 NIV)

19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in 
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and 
teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.
